The Komi people have inhabited the
northern taiga and the picturesque slo-
pes of the Polar Urals for long time.
The people were expert hunters and
equally expert in the manufacture of
their hunting equipment. Artistic wood
carving, patterned weaving, knitting,
cloth printing, fur treatment and bone
carving show the rich spiritual world of
the people and their close ties with the

surrounding nature.

The reader is aquainted with the items
of the traditional folk arts of the
Komi, the effluxion of which goes

back to ancient times.

The album includes the collection of
the Komi Republican Museum of His-
tory and Ethnography, the Museum of
Archaeology and Ethnography of the
Komi science centre and the Museum
of Archaeology of Syktyvkar State Uni-
versity.

In written manuscripts the first menti-
on about the Komi people is dated
back to the 10th - 12th centuries tho-
ugh its history and culture are rooted

deep in ancient times.

The Komi language belongs to the
group of the Finno-Ugrian languages,
the Uralic language family. Material
and spiritual culture of all the Finno-
Ugric peoples has much in common,
the phenomenon resulting from the
community of their origin. The nearist
ancestors of the Komi-Zyryan, Komi-
Pcrmyak and Udmurt (prcpermians)
peoples lived scattered on a vast territo-
ry from the Volgo-Kama basin in the
South to the Pechora region in the
North and from western slopes of the
Urals in the East to the North Dvina
in the West.

They had cultural and trade links with
some tribes and peoples, for example,
the Scythians, peoples of Egypt, Mid-
dle Asia and Iran and experienced sig-

nificant cultural effect from their

developed southern neighbours. It is
not by chance that the Permian langua
ges preserved some Iranian words - evi-
dence of close contacts among the
peoples speaking these languages. The
traits of ancient Komi ethnos are dis-
tinguished in the first centuries of our
era. Ancient Komi tribes inhabited the
territories along the Kama, Vychegda
and Pechora rivers. In the 5th-6th cen-
turies A.D. bellicose normadic live-
stock-breeding groups of people moved
onto the lands of the Suburals. Their
appearance in the basin of the Vycheg-
da was marked by barrows containing
weapon decorated with precious and

half-precious stones, ritual vessels.

and way of life had to undergo essenti-
al changes and process of amalgamati-
on. Nevertheless they had contributed
mush into the culture of the Komi pe-
ople. Since that time breeding has be-
come one the main branches in of the

economy of the North.

In Russian chronicles the Komi people
is refTercd to as “perm”. The word
perm is a geographycal term.
A.M.Shogren and D.V.Bubrikh consi-
der it to be a derivative from the Kare-
lian “pera man” - which means back
land, lands situated abroad. This name
was transfered to the people of Komi

by the Russians.

There is another etnonim reffered to
the northern “Komi”, it is Zyryans to
distinguish them from Komi-Permjaks
living now in Perm region. According
to A.K Matveev “perm” and “zyryans”
are names-synonyms with the meaning

of “living at the world’s end”.

The Komi people call themselves -
Komi. V.l.Lytkin gave the most prob-
able cthimology of the word: “Khum”
from Khanti means “human being”,
“Kom” in the Mansi has meaning of

“man”.

According to written manuscripts, to-
ponymy, archaeological findings the
ancestors of Komi-Zyryans occupied
the territories along the Vychegda river
up to Kotlas, o11 the largest tributaries
of the Vychegda, the Sysola and the
Vym in particular, and also on the Vas-
hka, Mezen’, Luza, Pinega, Vyled’.
The lands of Perm Vychegodskaya
were found by Russian and Bulgarian
merchants rather early. The region was
especially rich in furs which attracted
foreign tradesmen. Furs from north
taiga were exported not only to Russia
and Volzhskaya Bolgaria but to the co-
untries of Western Europe and Middle
Asia.

sils. The culture of Perm Vychegods-
kaya was greatly afTccted by ancient
Russian culture. The process of Komi
and Russian culture synthesis lasted for
hundreds of years. But this does not
mean that the Komi Folk Art did not
preserve any local features. National
creative ability of the Komi people is
unique and original. It has brought to
us bright, peculiar elements of ancicnt
“heathen” culture. Besides, some ele-
ments of culture borrowed from other
nations were so completely amalgama-
ted in native traditions and surroun-
dings that they could hardly be

distinguished from the original ones.

From the ancient times Komi connec-
ted representative art with economy,
mode of life and traditional world-out-

look.

The sources of national art are traced
in ancient times, the Stone Age. The
first pieces of art appeared in the pro-
cess of the surrounding world percepti-

on.

On the territory of the Komi Republic
most ancient finds-picces of art arc rcf-
fered to the Mesolithic period (Middle
Stone Age). This is a sculpture of the
elk’s head decorating a ski, a find from
I Vissky peat bed dated back to the 7th
- 6th millennia B.C. The main source
of primitive people existence was hun-
ting. Hunters knew all the habits of
animals and repeated them in their
works. Images of different beasts and
birds having appeared in the art of the
Stone Age lived through thousands of
years as far as our time, the fact resul-
ting from the significant role of hun-

ting in the life of taiga population.

On the sites of the Neolithic and Bron-
ze Ages (4th-2th millennia B.C.) ar-
chaeologists excavated miniature flint
and clay figures. A flint fish-shaped fi-
gurine was found in the settlement of

Yagkodzh I, a mammalian sculpture

and flint figurines displaying symbolic
images of a crescent were unearthed in
the settlement of Vis Il and a clay an-
thropomorphic sculpture in Enoty set-
tlement. The Neolitic Age is marked
by the domination of simple geometri-
cal patterns on clay pottery and by sty-
lized animals and birds. Dwelling 1l of
Vis settlement revealed fragments of a
ritual vessel decorated with the images
of water-fowl, ducks covered by inden-
tation. The composition includes figu-

res of some other birds, probably geese.

Besides bird motifs ancient ritual potte-
ry reveals human figures. A fragment
of the vessel found of the site of Lopju
displays a figurine of “a dancing man”.
Analogous figures are met on the pet-

rogliphs in Karelia and the Urals.

From the Bronze and Early Iron Ages
the impact of close and far neighbours,
the Skythian tribes of the North Pric-
hemomorje in particular, is strongly
felt. Objects of the Skythian-Sibirian
animals style penetrate the lands inha-
bited by the ancestors of the Permian
peoples. Very often they are imitated
by local craftsmen who put into them
much of their own skill and traditional
perseption of the surroundings. At that
time there appear the objects of the
Permian Animal Style representing
one of the brightest pages in the anci-
ent ait of the Komi people. These are
flat openwork metallic plaques display-
ing real or fantastic stylized animals
and birds; therianthropic creatures -
half-men half-elks, half-men half-birds.

These objects express the universe as
our ancestors imagined it, the place of
man in the world and his origin. The
Permian Animal Style reflects the ideo-
logy of hunters and fishers populating
the taiga zone. If on the monuments
of previous epochs men and animals
were expressed statically, then the ob-
jects of the Permian Animal Style ref-

lect dynamic forms with the motifs of

“animals fights”, complicated repre-
sentations of fantastic beasts charac-
teristic of the Skythian-Sarmatic art.
With time local craftsmen change
Skyphian motifs (beasts of prey, coiled
reindeer) to representations of a bear
o1 predatories from the family of-Cani-
dae or elks. One of the earliest objects
representing the Permian Animal Style
found on the territory of the Komi Re-
public is from a settlement (the Early
Iron Age) situated in the vicinity of
Veslyana, Knyazhpogost district. It is a
metallic plate showing a scene of a
wolf fighting with some animal resemb-
ling (a dog?).

Finds of the Early Iron Age display
half-man half-bird figures reflecting
the idea of man’s soul reincarnation
into a birds, its transmigration into the
next world. It can be illustrated by the
figure of a man with a bird above his
head found in a burial ground near the
village of Novy Bor, Ust-Tsylemsky
district. The same idea is embodied in
the figurines of flying birds from the
settlement of Dzhundzhyd-yag on the
Vychegda.

The second half of the 1st millennium
A.D. was the time of highly developed

artistic casting in the North Suburals.

Penetration of normadian cattle-bree-
ders from southern areas onto the terri-
tories of the Suburals in the 5th-6th
centuries brings new motifs into the art
of local population. There appear such
themes as fighting between forest and
steppe animals; objects from the Mid-
dle Asia and Iran find their way to
these lands. Nevertheless the traditions
of folk art are preserved and continue
to develop. Local craftsmen create ab-
solutely unique objects; one of them is
a bowl with the bear-shaped handle
from Veslyana | burial-ground. But
metal things prevail; more often these
are flattened metal plaques with comp-

licated compositions. Quite charac-

teristic are depictions of otter, predato-
ry bird, water-fowl. In the 5th-6th cen-
turies there appeared the figurines of
cast horses brought by cattle-breeders.
In the basis of these complicated ima-
ges of the Permian Animal Style was
the idea of the universal natural links
in the surrounding world. Such notions
were characteristic of a primitive man.
In the upper part of some plaques we
see, as a rule, birds or mammals, more
often elks’ heads as representatives of
the Upper World. In the lower parts
there are creatures living under the sur-
face of the earth or in water bodies
(snakes, fish, lizards etc.) and in the

centre between them there is a man.

Such compositions rooted down to the
ancestors of the Komi people illustrate
the idea of three or more spheres of

the universe and finds its expression in
the folk-lore of the Finno-Ugric peop-

les.

At the end of the first centuries, se-
cond millennium A.D. the Permian
animal Style undergoes gradual decay.
But zoomorphic motifs in art are still
preserved and is embodied in the cultu-
re of the Komi-Zyryan ancestors of
Penn Vychegodskaya. It is the result of
the important role hunting and fishing
had in the economy of the taiga popu-
lation as well as of certain stability of
folk traditions. Among the unique ob-
jects of the greatest importance are an-
cient hunters’ calendars. Flat and
hollow zoomorphic tinkling pendants,
horse- and bird-shaped pendants are
evidently in wide use. The basis of ho-
urse-shaped pendants is made in the
form of two horse figures with the
heads turned in opposite directions. In
the lower part there is a hole for cha-
ins which terminate in pendants sha-
ped as birds’ legs or small bells. With
time they give way to stylized bianchor
pendants. In the basis of bird-shaped

pendants there lie birds repre-

sentations, more often those of fowl
with pendants attached to a chain.
One can come across wooden or bone
figurines of horses and ducks included
into a set of decorations and hanging
from the belt. Tinkling pendants gai-
ned widespread acceptance as breast or
belt embellishments and women prefer-
red to wear them in pairs. It should be
noted here that tinkling pendants as
well as other decorations of women’s
dress had a special mission of a talis-

man - protector from evli.

Intensive exchange of furs to the artic-
les made by Russian and Bulgarian
craftsmen promoted the appearance of
much jewelry in the civilization of the
Komi people. Different objects charac-
teristic of Perm Vychegodskaya culture
were absorbed by the local population,
first of all the highter social ranks of

the community.

200T0o(h1rto motifs were preserved in
the traditional folk art of the Komi pe-
ople. The Permian Animal Style exper-
ted great influence on fine arts of the
Komi people throughout the years to
come. It found its expression in the art
of wooden plastic sculpture. Wooden
animals and birds figurines carved of
wood and decorating houses and out-
buildings, kitchen utensils and pottery
were very popular. Bird and animal
patterns could be observed on wooden
carved objects, textile ornamentation,
fur mosaics, metal castings and various

things made of bone.

Ancient clothes of Komi-Zyryan ances-
tors are reconstructed according to ar-
chaeological finds. The garments were
made of textiles made of wool and
plant fibers. In winter people were
dressed in fur long-sleeved clothes

with the nap inside. Woman’s dress
consisted of a long belted shirt, long
loose gown, rich breast and belt embel-
lishments. On the head women wore
temple rings, temple pendants, various
frontlets and headbands, very often
they decorated the ends of their plaits.
Bronze and silver fingcr-rings were in
wide use. All the decorations of a dress
were cultrelated, they guarded their ow
ners against hidden powers. The place
of a decoration on the dress, textile it
was made of (bronze, silver), the form,
all had magic sence. Among the embel-
lishments most abundant were zoomor-
phic, horse-shaped or bird-shaped
tinkling pendants since horses and
birds were most significant in cosmogo-
nic beliefs of the ancient Komi. Anot-
her group of decoration included

round objects (temple rings, coin-like
pendants, cone-shaped and arch-like
tinkling pendants etc.) which symboli-

zed the sun, fertility and life.

In the 18th-19th centuries clothes
were still made of homespun textiles,

such as canvas and cloth. As s rule out

her garments were made of half-woo-
len stuff and homespun cloth. The
Izhma Komi wore fur coats. On the
Lower, Middle and Upper Pechora,
Upper Mezen and Vym imported texti-
les were very popular and many pieces

of clothes were made of them.

National clothes of the Komi are remi-
niscent of those worn by nothern Veli-

corussians.

The essential part of a male national
costume was a shirt(*dorom").In the
19th century shirts were usually made
of white canvas, pestryad; in the late
19th-early 20th centuries for this pur-
pose cotton was used. Ancient shirts of
the Komi were almost knee-long, of a
tunic-like cutting with wide straight sle-
eves not less that 50cm long. On the
right side of the front there was a slit.
Shirts were made with high stand-up
collars or without any with some floun-
ce of red bunting around the neck-cut.
Ancient shirts were made without but-
tons but with strings at the collar. Slee-
ves, hem and neckband were

decorated with red bands of pattern we-
aving or embroidery. Men wore such
shirts over trousers. Sometimes we
meet shirts with a straight slit on the
front and a short stand-up collar. At
the beginning of the 20th century Rus-

sian shirts aquire great popularity.

Trousers of the Komi conformed to

the ancient type of Russian peasants’
trousers. Under trousers were made of
coarse canvas on a string with gores be-
tween the leggings. Upper trousers for
summer wear were made of pestryad,
more often blue with white stripes. In
winter the men put on trousers homes-
pun, of factory-made cheap cloth,

black as a rule.

The Komi-Zyryans usually wore trou-

sers with high or low leather boots, so-

metimes with galoshes. They set the
ends of leggings into boots or thick
high woolen stocks; that is why leg-

gings were made narrow at the ends.

The simplest overcoat was a “sliabur”
(clothes made of coarse calico). It was
a long, almost a knee-long shirt with
sleeves; the sides were made of four di-
agonal and seamed up in pairs pieces
of fabric. Such cutting allowed to
make clothes wider at the hein-length.
Sometimes a linen hood was sewn on
to the nech-opening. Such shirt was
reffered to as “yur dorom". Men and
women wore this kind of clothes bel-
ted; men in summer while going hun-
ting and women while going to the

forest for hay or firewood.

In winter the Komi people put on fur-
coats (“pas”) which were made with
gatlid's; they wore them uncovered or
covered with cloth. In the Komi as
well as in the Udmurt languages the
word “pas” means both skin and clot-
hes. The fact supports the idea of the

ancient origin of this type of clothes.

Most favourite garment for the Izhma
Komi is a malitsa (“malicha”). It isa
closed kind of dress of a straight cut-
ting made of a reindeer skin with fur
inside, provided with a hood, long slee-
ves and fur mittens sewn on to them.
Malitsas making naturally falls to
women. Instead of threads they use si-
news. Men put on malitsas over their
trousers and jackets and still over the
malitsa they sometimes wear a special
cover “malitcha kyshan” made of sati-

net or some other cotton fabric.

In severe frosts while setting off people
from lzhma district put on a “sovic”
(hooded fur coat) which is similar in
cutting to the malitsa but is made with
the fur outside. Sovics are worn over

maltisas.

Bell was an indispensable element of
man's costume. Male belts could be
subdivided according to the textile they
were made of, way of production tech-
nique (woven of wool, braided of thre-
ads, made of leather), length and

width which depended upon the purpo-
se. Men’s shirts were girded with a so-
called “tclnic” (a narrow hand-made
belt braided of flax many coloured
threads with tufts on both ends. A
small purse of black leather with a flint
tinder and all other ncccssary things
was hanging from the belt. Overcoats
made of cloth were girded with belts
supplied with a plaque, iron hook for
an axe a wooden or woven of birch-
bark sheath (“purto”) with a knife
(“purt”).

Fur coats, sukinans and sheep-skin
coats (tulup in Russian) were girded
with a broad (10cm) belt.

For female clothes of Komi sarafans
kirtles of a norther Vclikorussky type
supplemented with some peculiar deta-
ils in the cutting arc characteristic. Sa-
rafans arc worn in complex with

specific headdresses.

The major clement of a woman's gar-
ment is a shirt (“gorom” in Komi). In
the old times such shirts were put on
next to the skin and at the same time
served as upper clothes. This long
woman’s clothes consisted of two
parts: upper (“sos”) and lower
(“myg”). The upper part was made of
the best quality linen and the lower
part of coarse linen. The upper part
was very often made of print. Rich iz-
hemki (women part of Izhma inhabi-
tants) used for this purpose silk or
satin. The lower part of the shirt hid-
den under the sarafan was made of old
linen or some new textile but of a

worse quality.

By the early 20th century the southern
and central regions of the territories

populated by the Komi white shirts
gave way to sliirts made of pestryad
(flax linen). In the northern regions
and in the Pechora and Udora basins
where weaving and spinning were not
so popular shirts were made of factory-
made textiles in the late 19th centure.
In the early 20th century rich komi-zy-
rynky (Komi-Zyryn women) and iz-
hemky (women of Izhma district)
often put on two shirts at a time; one
of them long and worn next to the
skin had a Russian name “ispodka”
and the other one waist-long (“so0s”)
was put on over “ispodka”. The cut-
ting of the shirt was analagous to that
worn by the northern Velicorussians.
The shirts were made collarless but
trimmed and gathered at the neck-ope-
ning. In the front there was a straight
slit with one button fastened at the
neck. The sleeves were long and wide.
To make them still longer small square
gussets (kuplos) were stitched on to
the sleeves. Sleeves anS shoulders of
ancient shirts were decorated with

cross bands of red cotton threads.

The lower pail of the shill was usually
made of two front and one back stra-
ight pieces with side gussets to make
the hem wider. The shirt hem was ap-
plicated with a red band often 20-
30cm wide. Women’s shirts in Udora
villages are distinguished by particular-
ly decorative hems. These were festive
clothes and in harvesting time women
wore them without sarafans. With the
development of trade the upper part of
the shirts was made of factory-madc
textiles. Some changes arc noted in the
cutting of the shirt and sleeves. The
cutting of a Komi woman’s shirt is dif-
ferent from tunic-like shirts of other
Finno-Ugric peoples which is the re-
sult of strong Russian cultural impact.
But ancient women’s Komi shirts re-

sembled tunics.

Over the shirts young girls and married
women wore “sarapans” gided with or-
namented belts. According to the style
sarafans could be diagonal-gusseted,
straight, with gathers at the waist and
with a corsage. They were usually
made of dyed linen, homespun pestry-
ad factory-made textile. Shushun were
of two different cuttings. Sometimes
they were made of three straight pieces
of cloth (two front and one back pie-
ces) and four gussets, two at each side.
Shushun was supported by straps

which at the back were woven and in
front sewed on. The front of the shus-
hun was straight and the back with gat-
hers. There was a steam in the front of
the shushun with a braid sewed on
both sides; the middle-part was decora-

ted with buttous.

Another cutting of shushuns suggested
the back made of gussets, sometimes
up’ KV tiii I TIMCTSI Tcl<*'was itho-
ut J)ny fathers.

cm long. In Udora district sarafans
were made of blue print (“kuntey”). It
was a long skirt on strings. Such skirts
can be reffered to sarafans with diago-
nal gores. The sarafan Kkiitle or kitaika
(“of Chinese cloth”) also belongs to
the group of sarafans with diagonal

gores.

The sarafan “kitaika” was made of
blue, red, yellow factory-made cotton.
Young women considered them to be
festive clothes. The front seam was de-
corated with coloured ribbons and but-
tons. Kitaikas were 110 cm long. As all
other diagonal-gore sarafans kitaika

was put on over the shirt.

Straight sarafans appeared later toget-
her with factory-madc textiles. They
were of two kinds: on straps with a bo-
dice or with a carsage. The straight sa-
rafan on straps was a skirt made of five
or six pieces of textile with narrow
straps. The front of the sarafan was
often made on a string and the back
was extensively gathered. Straight sara-
fans were much longer than those
made of diagonal gores but they were
always belted. Such sarafans were very
wide, up to 4 in but ancients sarafans
were still wider. Sometimes they were
lined by satinet, calico or cotton. So-
metimes one or two skirts were put on

under the sarafan.

In the late 19th - early 20th centuries
a straight sarafan was very popular in
Sysola and Izhma district. The skirt of
the sarafan with the corsage was made
of one cross piece of textile, the corsa-
ge had many small folds. The skirt was
lined by canvas. The sarafans were
held on the shoulders with the help of

strings.

Over the sarafan Komi women wore a
zapon. It is an apron without a bib.
Festive zapons were made of white cot-

ton and decorated with embroidery

and lace. Zapons for everyday wear

were made of pestryad.

As far as textiles and cutting are con-
cerned it is possible to say that
women’s over garments to some extent
reminds those of men. Even the termi-
nology is almost similar. For example,
canvas caftan (kind of coat) - shabur,
sukman, zipun, fur coats - “pas” and
“malitcha”.

Headdresses are extremely various.
They are subdivided into two groups
according to the age of a woman,
those belonging to girls and married
women. Komi girls had long hair brai-
ding it in a single plait which they de-
corated with one or several ribbons.
Almost all girl’s headdress rested on a
hoop or a strap tied as a ribbon around
the head. The frontlet was often deco-
rated will small colour bones, beads or
spangles. In Lctka the girl’s headdress
consisted of a birch-bark loop draped
witli red cloth and decorated with
beads. It might be the most ancient tra-

ditional headdress of a Komi girl.

Of special interest is a bridal crown.
The ancient bridal crown was a head-
dress without the bottom on a hard
frame draped with red cotton cloth
and with a protruding frontal part. It
was covered all over with colourful
bead-work, buttons and glass inlay.

The back part was made of cotton.

According to ancient national traditi-
ons jur-noy was put on on put down
hair before wedding after a ritual bath.
The headdress was covcred by fur pro-

tect the girl’s beauty from cvel eye.

Married women wore quite various he-
addresses. They braided their hair in
two plaits and arranged them around
the head. To make the hair-dress hig-
her a roll of paper or some stuff was
put into the hair or headdress. The roll
had Russian names: “kichka” in Pec-

hora region, “rogula” and “klobuk™ on

the Izhma and Vashka rivers correspon-
dingly. Sbornic belongs to traditional
headdresses of the Komi-Zyryan
women. In the part women for the

first time put on shomiks on the day of
wedding, wearing it up to 45 or 50
only on festive occasions. Sbomiks
were made of brocade or silk, cheaper
ones of cashmere or satinet. As a rule
shornic had a cone form. It was lined
and consisted of a cap and a hard
frame which in its front part was about
10 cm wide and at the back only 4 cm.
In front the cap was provided with a
roll and the textile was gathered. The
front part of sbornic was covered by
the so-called “patka” (a factory-made
kerchief, embroidcd with golden thre-
ads and arranged in the form of a
band. Sometimes over sbornic instead
of the “patka” a ribbon was worn. Besi-
des “sbornic” was covered by a still lar-
ger kerchief “chyshyan ota” with its

ends fastening under the chin.

Various kerchiefs, soft headdresses and
frontlets of the “volosnik” and “povoi-
nic” types are included into another
large group of headdresses. To this
group it is possible to attribute a wed-
ding and festive headdress of Izhma re-
gion women “trejuk” or as it is
sometimes called “oshuvka”. It was
made of brocade lined by calico or sati-
net, had a rectangular form with the
back pail much longer than the front
one. It was fastened by bands sewn on
to the angles. Trejuks were 30 cm
wide, the front part was 10 cm high,
the length of the back part reached 30
cm and the length of the bands was 50
cm. Under trejuks women wore simple
caps (“volosniki”) and above it beauti-
ful silk kerchiefs with a fringe (syrya
chyshyan).

Volosnic was a kind of a cap made of

In Hie southern regions of the Komi
Republic of wide use were headdresses
called “yur kail o dotdotrtan o dot-
dotd”. They consisted of two parts; a
soft cap made of cotton or knitted
which was put on directly o11 the hair
and an upper headdress reminding that
of a Russian sorokka. Sorokka was
made of canvas and consisted of four
parts: front trapeze-formed with roun-
ded sides, ear pieces and the back part
covering the crown of the head. Its
part covering the forehead was richly
embroidered with black and red silk
thread and was bordered with stem
and cross stiches; the middle part was
embroidered with silk thread using the
satin stich; the lower edge is fringed
with woolen tassels. Similar headdres-
ses are worn by Udmurt, Upper Volga

Karels and especially Mari.

Since ancient times wood has been
most important material in the life of
Komi. Komi craftsmen knew the pro-
perties of different kinds of wood skil-
fully applying them in the process of
household constructions and different
utensils creation. Timber of fir and
pine-trees was used for building hou-
ses; out of birch they made runners,
skies and various carts. Hollowed out
and properly shaped aspen trees served
as boats, pottery, toys. Figures of
“god” were also carved out of aspen. A
great variety of things were made out
of fir-tree stems with their naturally
bent branches: okhlupni and tholepins
for roofing, sledges and portages, benc-
hes and looms, frames and distaffs.
And all these objects of everyday life
display creative artistic talent of a pea-
sant-builder, peasant-craftsman. Tradi-
tions, religious notions or love of
beauty often resulting in real pieces of
art laid the foundation of his work. It
should also be mentioned here that all
these things which we admire now

were made with the simplest tools such

as axes, knives, chisels and iron rods.
Numerous remains of national archi-
tecture, carved pottery are evidence of
ancient folk traditions, of artistic tim-
ber processing. Among them we find
wonderful pieces of art created by un-
known masters. They suiprise the audi-
ence by their original forms, deep

inner expression.

Spacious with high walls peasant house
was typical for Komi, joined to it was
a yard for cattle; and all this constructi-
on was housed under one and the
same roof with two sloping surfaces. In
the past, in the 18th-19th centuries
most popular decorations of dwelling
houses and outbuildings were okhlupni
and thole-pins shaped as sculptural or-
namentations. Usually they had the
form of a horse’s head with a slightly
projecting breast reminding that of a
bird. Sometimes these were the images
of different animals and birds (elk,
goose, etc.). Almost everywhere in the
European part of the North such roof
decorations are referred to as “konki”
(edzes of roofs). “Konki” are preser-
ved in some regions of the Komi Re-
public. In the reaches of the Upper
Vychegda they are most abundant.

Open-work okhluphi are very rare, so-

metimes they are met in Udora district.

Among archaic decorations of a pea-
sant house there are bird shaped figu-
res resting on high poles in front of the

house.

Zoomorphic ornaments which in the
past decorated not only dwelling hou-
ses but also batlis, barns and other hou-
sehold constructions gradually

disappear.

In the late 19th century carved woo-
den pottery and other kitchen utensils
were rather diverse and stained in
bright colours. Different devices used
for weaving, battledores, rubeli (uten-

sils for smoothing out homespun linen

articles) knives-scutchers, planks and
knives for belt weaving, splindles, becr-
mugs, various boxes were decorated
with carving and triangular excised or-
nament. Wooden utensils display for
the most part geometrical patterns con-
sisting of rhombs, crosses, zigzag lines,
rosettes. Bird and flora motifs are also

often met. Most popular is the solar

motif which is depicted by circles of
different sizes, decorated distaffs, rec-
tangular boxes with a cover ornamen-
ted with a triangular excised

decoration and many other implements.

The technique of carving in combinati-
on with excised decoration was widely
used for ornamentation of different ho-
usehold utensils: rubeli, shveiki, kichigi
(agricultural tools), round powdcrhorns
made of a single knot, barrel-like ves-
sels, caskets, wooden calendars and
unique faceted spindles of the Pechora
Komi people. Many of these things are

real pieces of art.

Among them there are peculiar rectan-
gular caskets with lids of flat, convex
and faceted configuration. The sides
and the lids of such caskets arc usually
decorated with a geometrical pattern,
engraving, circles, zigzag lines, crosses,

squares, rhombs.

On round wooden jars the ornament is
horizontal, on faceted ones it is verti-

cal.

Of great interest are round, engraved,
barrel-shaped and square with rounded
rims salt-scllars decorated with “gorod-
ki” (triangles filled with circles). The
number of triangles is odd ranging

from one to seven.

Spindles are characterized by a great
diversity of forms; they may be thin

and long with a big spindle whorl or
short terminating in a big bulb-like
thickening. Sometimes they are round
in the diameter; tetrahedral or polyhed-
ral with rows of carved ornamentation
at die sides of the bulb.

Of wide use were various bowls, cups,
plates and other objects of everyday
use: kumli (wooden bowls for fish or
meat), pu kcisli (a wooden bowl), sur
doz (a vessel for beer), tasti (a wooden
plate for dough), pu tas (ladle), yando-
va (skopkar) and many others. Some

of them we can meet in our time.

Vessels Tor liquids and salt-sellars were
hollowed out of a single piece of wood
or a knot and had beautiful oval forms.
Among kitchen utensils of special inte-
rest are duck-shaped salt-cellars which
show great diversity. Some of them are
low and wide, others remind of a duck
with a stretched out neck and open
beak. Small wooden figurines of duck-
lings either one or two, three and five
were placed on the lid, which at the
same time was the back of the duck.
Sometimes there were up to three rows
of ducklings, every new row was pla-
ced on the previous one. Ducks were
given much attention in Komi phylolo-
gy. It was considered to be an ancestor
of the world, the earth and everything
it inhabiting. It was also the symbol of
fertility, family well-being. In the past
duck-shaped salt-cellars were used as
ritual objects: usually father gave such
duck to his daughter as a present on

the day of her wedding.

Besides pottery there were many other
household implements made of wood.
Of wide use were distaffs, shveiki and
spindles. Among them we find compo-
sit (details are made of two pieces of
wood) and integral (made of one piece
of wood) distaffs. The shapes of the
blades are quite vatious: oval, rectangu-
lar and with a cone-shaped upper part.
As a rule they were decorated with go-
rodki.

We often meet painted distaffs. In the
basins of the Vashka, Mezen, Pechora,
Usa rivers of wide use are painted dis-
taffs of the so-called “Mezen” type.
Aagainst the yellow background there
are black contour lines organized in a
certain pattern and stained red, someti-
mes in combination with green and
yellow. The patterns arc quite charac-
teristic of Mezen painting: flora design
with horses, riders, reindeer, various
rosettes. The centre of distafTs producti-

the Upper Vychegda. Distaffs, shveiki,
blocks of a loom, skutchers and other
devices used for flax processing were
ornamented with a contour geometri-
cal pattern and stained red and blue;
the elements of geometrical pattern
were contoured with a black line un-
derlaying in this way carved lines.
Lager things, distaff blades for examp-
le, were decorated with circles, roset-
tes, large crosses against the purpurc or

blue backgroung.

The lower Vychegda area showed pain-
ting of another character. Against the
cinnabar or bright-blue background
masters painted complicated flora and
foliate ornament: bunches of roses
with luxurious blossoming flowers and
bright-green leaves. Foliate patterns
were stained red, blue, yellow stressed

by lighter tints and contour black lines.

Of certain interest are shveiki (instru-
ments used in the process of sewing).
Some of them richly decorated witli
flat and notch carving are often met in
the Upper Pechora and Upper Vycheg-

da basins.

In the life of a Komi peasant birch-
bark was a favourite material for handi-
work. Birch-bark (“sjuino in Komi) is
the face layer of bark. This light, beau-
tiful, easily processing material was in-
dispencible for the creation of
household utensils, and especially for
pottery making. It played a special role
in stimulating good handiwork and in-
spiring artistic activity. Of wide use
now arc chumany (birch-bark boxes),
tuesa (birch-bark vessels for liquids),
pestery (birch-bark baskets), various
boxes and many other objects used in
everyday life.

Decoration of birch-bark baskets is pe-
culiar for its simple and clear form;
upper and lower rims of the cylinder
slightly differs in colour from the main

body of the basket. The lower rim is

often substituted by its imitation for-
med as a broad birch-bark band which
is attached to provide extra stability.
The seam joining the two sides of the
external birch-bark layer is rather deco-
rative. The external lateral scam is a
also decorated with indentation . So-
metimes this seam may have the form
of a vertical dccorativc zigzag line but
for the baskets (tucscs) used in Komi
long and sharp angles arc more charac-

teristic than a smooth zigzag.

In the past particularly extensive use
was made of birch-bark. The Komi pe-
ople liked to decorate many of their ar-
ticles used in everyday life. For
decoration they used quite different
techniques, for example, the techniqu-
es of indentation and embossing. More
often decorative motifs were simple
without complicated flora and foliate
designs. On a basket (tues) usually
under the upper rim there was one or
two horizontal ornamented bands con-
sisting of similar figures. Sometimes
the surface between the upper and
lower parts was filled with scattered ro-
settes. There were also baskets (tuesy)
the whole surface of which represented
net imitating wattling. Sometimes
tuesy were dccoratcd with open-work
in combination with coloured textiles
or tinfoil. They may also have foliate
motifs but so often. Round boxes the
lenght of which arc always less than
their width resemble tuesy in their con-
figuration but display a greater variabi-
lity of decorating patterns than we find
on tuesy. They arc dccoratcd with em-
bossing, fretting, indentation, contour

carving.

A great variety of articles is made of
birch-bark. The principle technique
here is wattling. Wattled bags, vessels
for dry supplies storage, salt-cellars
have gained great popularity. “Pester”
(kind of a bag carricd behind the shoul-
ders), “peshchcrka” (a shoulder bag),

wattled vessels (“kud”) made in the
form of deep basins or tureens, cradles
and many other things of the kind are

most favoured.

The technique of production and orna-
mentation of birch-bark vessels, the art
of wattling and weaving goes back to
the remote past. Solar and geometrical
patterns presented on ceramics and
pottery of the early Middle Ages are re-

peated on birch-bark objects.

In the 19th and early 20th centuries
patterned weaving and knitting were
widely developed and mainly women
were busy in such activity. There were
various techniques of patterned wea-

ving and great diversity of colours.

Pestryad linen was used in sewing eve-
ryday clothes such as shifts, blouses,
shirts, sarafan kirtles and children’s
clothes. Shifts and shirts were made
out of pestryad linen in small red and
white checks, whereas linen with big-
ger checks of blue shades was used in
sewing sarafan Kirtles, aprons and table
cloths.

In the reaches of the Vychegda river
white pestryad linen with inclusions of
red, blue, black and yellow coloured
stripes was more typical. Pestryad in
small red and blue checks was usually
used for sewing woman'’s sarafan Kilt-
ies (“shushun”). Along the Sysola river
pestryad linen with bigger checks was
in common use and aprons, pillow-
cases, bags, curtains and bed hangings
(“von™) as well as table-cloths and to-
wels were made out of it. Festive to-
wels were woven in big red check on
white linen with various convex pat-

tern stripes at the towel ends.

Out of homespun weaving floor cloths
in Komi were widely spread. Simple
rugs are made out of rough cloth
woven in multi-coloured alternating
stripes of dyed pieces of cloth on flax

or cotton warp threads. There are rugs

which are woven on pestryad weaving
technique. The result is thick cloth in
big multi-coloured stripes and checks.
In weaving the floor cloths different
techniques were used: hcddlcd, embroi-
dered weaving and loom weaving. Em-
broidered weaving allows to make
complex patterns, such as rhombs, squ-
ares, flowers. In embroidered weaving
the pattern can be regarded as a pictu-

re and its background.

In heddled weaving the pattern is in
the form of cubics, rhombs, zigzag and

herring-bone.

White relief linen was in common use
in the Komi. Three - hcddlcd techni-
que gives twill cloth; woolen cloths
(“noi") were mainly woven for overco-
ats and rough cloths for men’s panta-
loons, sacks and bed linen.
Multi-hcddlcd weaving was used for
making table-cloths, towels, women’s
shifts and men’s shirts. Multi-coloured
heddled cloths were ment for table-

cloths and towels.

Convex pattern weaving technique
(“oktmon kyj'm”) was one of the oldest
and it was widely spread. The process
of making cloth and its ornamentation
occurred simultaneously. One weft was
for the white ground weaving whereas
the other one was for the coloured pat-
tern. Towels, table-cloths and festive
clothes, such as aprons, shirts aiul
shifts were woven with convcx pattern

technique.

An even distribution of the geometric
ornamentation on the cloth is charac-
teristic for that weaving technique. It is
achieved due to harmonious equilibri-
um of the colour in which the red pat-
tern is equal to the ground spaccs. As
a result one and the same pattern can
be regarded as a picture and its backg-
round. The wrong side of the cloth is a

negative picture of the face.

In convcx pattern weaving diagonal-gc-
omctric motifs, such as oblique cross,
simple and multilayered, rhombs, in-
dentation and hook-like patterns arc
used. Sometimes human figurines and
zoomorphic motifs arc spread.
Woman'’s figurine is often found in

Udora and Lower Vychegda districts.

Red border, sometimes white, was the
main ornamentation in traditional clot-
hes. Red stripes were woven o1t ritual
towels (“ki chyshkod"). Towel was the
most important element during the
childbirth, christening, wedding, fune-
rals. The bride presented towels to her
husband’s relations and friends and the
wedding procession was trimmed with
them. Embroidered towel tied o11 the
shoulder was the sign of the
bridegroom’s friend. Bread and salt
were given to the young couple o11 the
towel as a token of a long and happy
life. Ritual towels were kept during the
life-time. They were taken down from
generation to generation on the

women’s side.

The festive towels were trimmed with
three stripes, wide in the centre and
narrow on the sides. On some towels
there arc one or two narrow borders
with crosses or woman’s figurines and
flowers. Such towels were woven in
Udora, upper and lower reaches of the

Vychegda, Sysola and Letka rivers.

Towels woven in Udora arc most beau-
tiful. The ornamentation motifs arc va-
rious. Besides rhombs and oblique
crosses, swastika, its details and other
figures were woven. Towels of the
Udora are decorative, the pattern is

fine, the cloth is perfect.

Table-cloths and kitchen towels were
woven with convex pattern technique
too. They were of white colour someti-
mes ornamented with red stripes. Besi-
des white table-cloths there were
multicoloured ones woven with red,
yellow or blue threads. Convex pattern
weaving was used to make men’s and
women’s shirts. Men’s shirts were orna-
mented in the hems, cuffs and the up-

right collar.

Women’s shifts were ornamented at
the neck opening and collar, at the
hems and cuffs. The front opening was

bordered with one or two stripes.

Sometimes stockings were woven with
convex pattern and heddlcd weaving

technique and they looked picturesque.

Belts took a special place in weaving
technique. They were woven on tab-
lets, weft, loom as well as knitted and
hand-woven. Belts were presented at
the weddings. They were made out of
multicoloured woollen and flax thread.
Wide and long men’s belts (7 to 15 cm
width and 2 m long) were loom-
woven, and narrow belts were hand-

woven.

The shiit was girded with a belt and all
the necessary things, such as ax, knife,
steel, comb, ear-picker, bags and pur-

ses were tied to it.

Belts played a great role in rituals as
trimmings, presents and amulets. They
were ornamented with various geomet-

ric designs and were festive and bright.

Ritual belts were various in colour,
bright green with cells of crimson and
yellow colours. The belts are someti-
mes trimmed with glass-beads or span-
gles. The belts were ended with fringes

of various colours.

Knitting articles out of woolen and
downy homespun yarn was widely spre-
ad among the Komi women. Mostly
they knitted multicoloured woolen mit-

tens and stockings.

Stockings are generally short, knee-

length

The upper part of the stockings con-
sists of 5to 9 narrow stripes, someti-
mes of a decorative pattern. The sock
and the heel are of black or white colo-
ur. The pattern is knitted with threads
contrasting in colour to the backgro-
und. The main colour of the backgro-
und is black or white and sometimes

violet or blue woollen thread.

Mittens (“kepys”) and gloves (“chunya
kepys”) were knitted using similar tech-

nique and woollen thread.

A simple way of ornamenting the stoc-
kings is knitting horizontal coloured
stripes. A most common colour is red
and the background in black. Alterna-
ting narrow and wide red and black
stripes in the stockings are found in
the Izhma district. Women wear such
stockings. Multicoloured striped stoc-
kings are spread among women in the
middle Pechora and the upper reaches

of the Vychegda rivers.

The colours in the woolen stockings
and mittens are various. Mostly bright
colours, such as red, scarlet, orange,
azure blue, green and yellow are predo-

minant.

The decorative upper part is woven out
of diagonal geometric patterns. The wi-
dely spread patterns are: “frame”,
“magpie paw” and swastica. There are,
however, local variations in the pat-

terns and colours.

In the traditional folk arts of the Komi
embroidery was less developed than
weaving and knitting. On some of the
articles of the 19th - early 20th centuri-
es various techniques of embroidery
were used: the satin relief stitch, chain
and cross stitch, embroidery with gold
and silver threads and with glass beads

and pearls.

Embroidery of aprons and the hems of
blouses and shirts with counted threads

in satin stitch was most widely spread.

The ornamentation consists of repea-
ted geometric design the distribution of
which results in a composition of nar-
row and wide borders or covering the
pattern all over the rectangular or dia-
gonal net. The elements of the orna-
mentation are octahedral stars and

other geometric figures.

I'ne specific peculiarity of such embroi-
dery is that the pattern and the ground
are filled with threads of different colo-
urs. The ground pattern is usually com-
plicated. The ornamental composition
is based on the balance of the design
and its ground which differ only in co-
lour. Homever, the ground is not alwa-
ys filled with the embroidery. The
space which in not filled makes the de-
sign. In some articles the pattern is the
space of the cloth itself but not the em-
broidery. Such embroidery is typical
among the southern groups of the
Komi, in Priluzsky, Letsky and Sysols-
ky districts. “Sorokka” headdresses

and women’s shifts were embroidered
in those districts. On women’s shifts
the upright collar, front opening and
the cuffs are bordered with embroide-

ry. The shoulder seams were embroide-

Men's and women's shifts difTer in the
composition of the ornamentation.
Man's shirt is covered with embroidery
all over the front and women’s blouses
arc aimmed with narrow parallel bor-

ders.

Woman’s “Sorokka” headdress was ric-
hly embroidered. Its part covering the
forehead, the ear flaps and the back
part were embroidered with cotton
yarn, silk and woollen threads of red,
cherry and terracotta colours, and the
threads of the black colour outlined

the main elements of the ornamentati-
on. The embroidery is made of geomet-
ric design the composition of which
makes a single pattern. Red calico
bands trim the lower part of the forehe-
ad cloth, ear flaps and the top of the
sorokka headdress and there are tassels
of red and black colours. The white
thread embroidery in the upper part is
in countcd satin stitch with a diagonal-
geometric pattern.

“Kokoshnik” headdress was also em-
broidered with relief satin stitch. The
oldest “kokoshnik” headdress relating
to the 18th century was embroidered
on the birch-bark or rough cloth. The
birch-bark stencil was covcred with
Stem and satin stitch and the ground
was covcred with looser stem stitches.
Such embroidery looked like brocade

one.

A bot of ornamentation motifs most of
which arc plant or motifs with a
“face"; framed with antlers, depiction
of spiders, crawfish and compositions
with birds and animals arc embroide-

red o11 various articles.

Multicoloured glass-bcads trimmed the
forehead part of bride’s “yur-noi” he-
address. The pattern of this embroidery
is peculiar but simple. On the red gro-

and crosscs are embroidered. Its spacc
is bordered with light-colourcd glass-
bcads and divided into four circles in
which peculiar figures resembling the
shape of a man with spread apart arms
and legs arc inserted. Buttons, beads or
pearls are attached to the “arms” and
“legs”. Between the circles there arc
cross-shaped figures with rays. Multi-
coloured glass beads sparkle and on
the red ground make the headdress
look festive.

The embroidery in chain stitch with
red thread oi1 white cloth or with ehite
thread o11 red cloth was often used by
the Komi. The ornamentation with
such stitch is different: zigzag and twis-
ted patterns forming a rhombic figure.
Such embroidery was used in men’s
shirts and women’s blouses, towels and

aprons.

Processing of fur and suede has been
developed among the Komi in the
Izhma district who busied themselves
with reindeer breeding. Clothes, foot-
wear and bags were made out of rein-

deer fur.

Clothes of the Komi reindeer breeders
impress not so much by an abundance
of trimmings but by a good quality of
the cloth. The primary part of the clot-
hes is “malitsa”, a hooded fur coat do-
sed in front. Malitsa is made with fur
inside and a hood and fur mittens are
attached to it. Its stem is ornamented
with a double broad fur “pandy” band
(about 40 cm), usually of a dark colo-
ur. In the upper part it is ornamented
with 3 to 12 narrow alternating light
and dark horizontal fur stripes, someti-
mes with coloured broadcloth stripes

in the scams. Such stripes trim the
ends of the sleeves. A tunic, “malitsa
kyshod”, made out of a thick cloth is
worn over malitsa. Festive tunics are
sewn out of expensive materials such a
satin, brocade, velvet, etc. In cold we-

ather, however, “sovic”, a fur coat,

closed in front and with fur outside is
worn over the malitsa. “Sovic” is shor-
ter than the malitsa and the “pandy”
fur band looks like a trimming.
Woman’s hood is sewn out of white

fur or is trimmed with a white fur stri-
pe.

Children’s malitsa is sewn out of ligh-
ter fur in two layers, one being with

fur inside, whereas the other with fur
outside. Festive malitsa is white with a
black hood and multicoloured bands of
broadcloth in the seams. The hood is
sewn out of tender fur of a young deer.
It is attached to the collar and the fore-

part is tightened with a band.

Winter boots of reindeers “pymy” are
richly trimmed. Usually man’s and
woman’s pymy are high and are attac-
hed to the belt with special laces and

with woollen garters at the knee.

Pymy are made of the fur of deer’s
legs as the fur is short, thick and
strong on them. For a pair of high

pymy fur of four deers is taken. Inside

the pymy stockings with fur inside -
lipty - are worn. Man’s festive pymy
are sewn out of black fur with white
stripes at the sides. In the seams of the
forepart red and yellow bands of cloth
are attached. The geometric design in
the forepart is expressive, fine and ver-
tical stripes are cut with rectangular

patterns of fur and a coloured cloth.

Woman’s pymy are made out of white
fur with a black vamp. Their design is
more stylish and varied and is compo-
sed of multicoloured pieces of cloth
and fur stripes. The design is quite in-
tricate and the craflswomen use their
fantasy to the full. The ornamentation
consists of corners, zigzags, triangles in
different combinations and seperate fi-
gures. Sometimes figures of a deer, an-
tlers and deer’s heads are depicted on

the fur boots.

Fur bags of the Komi are ornamented
with fur mosaic. Fur bag is a necessary
tiling in the nomadic way of life of re-
indeer breeders. Clothes, footwear, Kit-
chen utensils, children’s toys and tools
or woman'’s needlework are carried in
such bags. Fur bags are various in size
and decoration, and they may be eit-
her purses for money or sacks for per-

sonal belongings.

The bag is made out of two pieces of

fur of semi-ovaL form which make two
parts of the bag. Those two parts are

connected with a wide stripe of suede
or leather making the bottom and the
sides of the bag. Leather laces tighten
the bags. Large bags are “patko” bags
and small bags for needlework are “to-

ochu” bags.

Toochu are bags in which women keep
their needlework implements. That is
why one or two needle containers are
sewed onto the upper part of a toochu.
These containers are pieces of skin
taken from the reindeer’s forehead, fol-

ded in two and lined with cloth or a

cloth “tongue” attached to the upper

lateral part of the bag. Attached to the
same place arc smaller bags of a purse-
type, a comb, ait car spoon, a thimble
and some other stone or metal belon-
gings bound to the bag by leather

strings.

Bags of Komi as well as clothes arc
less decorative than Nenets or Ugrian.
Ornamentation consists of a few ele-
ments; besides those mentioned above
there arc such motifs as “simple
head”, “reindeer horns”, “duck’s leg”

in different variations.

Larger bags “patko" arc generally deco-
rated from one side only with mosaic
made of sewed up pieces of fur of cont-
rast colours. “Patko" ornamentation is
usually rather simple: squares, herring-
bone and zigzag kind of design, someti-
mes with included semicircles,
half-ovals or division of large elements
into smaller ones. Very oflen among
large bags one can find real pieces of
art. The ornamented side is trimmed

all over the half-oval with a decorative
line of a clear local graphical pattern.
The process of making an ornament is
as follows: they take two long straps of
white and dark kamus (most durable
and beautiful part of the deerskin - the
skin of the foot) and placing them on
the cutting board fur to fur they cut

out white figu cs to the dark ones and
then sew them up. Sometimes one or
two narrow straps of bright cloth or
one strap of suede are inserted be-
tween the seams along the pattern con-

tour.

Strap ornament of Komi is peculiar by
the domination of simmetrical geomet-
rical figures. The space restricted by
such ornamental band is divided into
the odd number of ornamental straps
(from 3 to 9) varying in colour, which
in their turn are organized in geomctri

cal figures of different colours.

Besides large bags smaller patko (“dzo-
lya patko”) used for women’s belon-
gings are very popular. Small bags
“toocliu” arc still more decorative
than “patko”. “Toochu” is made of
two “reindeer foreheads” (rcindecrskin
from the reindeer’s head). Very often
the sides of the same bag arc made of
“foreheads” of different colours, the
ornament always being of contrasting

colours.

The upper pail of the bag is decorated
with one or two ornamental borders,
sometimes with very complicated de-
signs: along the oval line or semicircle
of the “forehead” there is a band orna-
mented with some simple motifs (“not-
ches”, “simple head"). Such motifs
consist of small and elegant elements.
Straps of bright colours arc inserted
into the scams between the fur bands.

The colours are red, green and yellow.

The major constructive scams arc deco-
rated with leather or suede fringe
(“lapki”) of natural brownish or red co-
lours. The fringe may terminate in
hoops of newly born reindeer calves
("pczhgugyzh™) reminding those of
small bells and having a peculiar sound
of a bone.

The bags described above arc specially

attractive.

Another group of “toochu” bags is
characterized by compositions display-
ing stylized zoomoiphic figures or their
pails, realistic depictions of elks' muz-
zles, reindeer figures, bears, flying

birds etc.

Geometric figures, stylized human be-
ings, animals, birds, solar patterns as
part of fur bags ornamentation also gar

ncd great popularity.

Komi folk ail has deep roots in anci-
ent times. Artistic processing of wood,
birch-bark, bone, zoomoiphic sym-

developing through many centuries.
Traditional folk art of the Komi peop-
le (19th - early 20th centuries) is rich
and noticed by its great variability.
Plastic carving, wonderful pieces of art
such as duckshaped salt-cellars, details
decorating the interior of the house,
decorations of roofings, kitchen uten-
sils, vessels, scoops, mortars were in
wide use over the whole territory of
Komi. Different decorative techniques:
engraving, indentation, contour and tri-
angular notch, brich-bark processing,
wattling and embossing gained great

popularity.

One of the most ancient folk arts in

Komi is bone-processing.

To create various odd works craftsmen
used ox and reindeer horns,
mammoth’s incisors, tusks of sea-hor-
scs, fibulae of domestic animals. The
work was carried out with a special
knife having a thin blade and a sharp

end, “cliukri” in Komi.

Reindeer and elk horns were used to
make knives, handles and other tools,
gun-powder holders, nccdlc-cases,
thimbles, some elements of a reindeer
harness. They were dccoratcd with con-
tour carving, sometimes with open-
work and engraving, excisions were

stained red or black.

Vessels of ox horns used as feeding-bot-
tles for children, travelling salt-cellars
and gun-powder holder arc quite usual
in cvciyday life. All of them repeat na-
tural forms of a horn cut at the base.
Narrow spouts of vessels are closed by
wooden plugs and broader parts by
round wooden plates. Travelling salt-
cellars and gun-powder holders should
be always at hand so a hunter kept
them suspending from the belt. Very
often they were dccoratcd with simple
geometrical patterns. Combs made of
bone were decorated with traditional

patterns of small circles, zigzag straight

and parallel lines, oblong crosses.

Bone forks of eleborate forms, needls,
small planks for belt weaving attract
much attention. Among local populati-
on of Izhma bone needle-ceses, thimb-
les, bone ear-spoons, “pel godjan”
rounded at the end gained widespread
acceptance. The broader end of the lat-
ter generally had rich ornamentation
of geometrical patterns. Izhma ear-spo-
ons are absolutely similar to those used
by the ancestors of Komi 1000 years

ago.

Avrtistic processing of metal so widely
practiced in the past was all but forgot-
ten. Only the ear-rings with pendants
consisting of beads (“chusy”, “lapy” in
Komi) remained in use. Ancient em-
bellishments so various in form in the
Middle Ages has almost completely di-
sappeared. Probably it resulted from
the fact that local embellishments were
swollowed up by imported Russian je-

welry.

Bronze casting from Izhma district is
an exception from this general process.
The objects produced in this sphere
are bronze clasps, belt-mounts and pla-
ques. They are the subject of trade
with the Nenets and the Hunts. Clasps
are shaped as flat rectangular plaques
decorated with open-work. Mounts
have as a rule either oblong or rectan-
gular forms decorated with open-work
of round or heart-shaped notches.
Some plaques show ancient forms disp-
laying a human face in combination
with two elk’s heads. In the reduced
form human faces are substituted by a
heart-shaped notch, but elk’s heads
composition is preserved. It is possible
to come across rosette-shaped and oval
plaques displaying human figurines
with outstretched legs and hands. Besi-
des casting for production of objects of
everyday use (keys, door-handles, etc.)

Komi practiced cold forging of metal.

MODERN FOLK ART OF THE
KOMI PEOPLE

At present traditional way of life of the
Komi people has changed. And folk
arts stopped being as important as they
used to be. The influence of big citics
on the villages is evident. The urban
fashion in clothing resulted in the tra-
ditional peasant costumes. Homespun
linen and patterned knitting disappea-
red and were replaced by manufactu-

red cloths.

But interest to the traditional costumes
is still preserved. Old samples of patter-
ned weaving, embroidery and knitting
still arouse interest. White cloths for
shins and aprons, red or blue saeetn,
satin for festive sarafan Kirtlcs, blue ca-
lico resembling printed cloth and vario-
us striped cloths for men's trousers and
costumes and checked cloths for
women’s and children's clot lies arc po-

pular among the Komi people because

they resemble traditional colours in
clothcrs. Komi in the lIzhma district
prefer manufactured cloths such as
saten, velvet and brocade of bright co-

lours.

Traditional architectural wood carving
is more stable. Houses with carved Figu-
res of domestic animals on the roofs
were typical in the villages in the pre-
war times. And a new house without
the “cold” part and a small yard with

outhouses appeared only after the war.

In the villages traditional decoration of
the houses with carvcd wooden ridges

of the roofs is still popular. Birch-bark
containers and basket-work articles are
in great demand among the people

both in towns and in villages.

The production of souvenirs and artic-
les made of reindeer leather and fur ap-
peared during the latest decade.
Talantcd craftsman make articles
which arc very popular. Honoured art-
ist and craftsman Vladimir Pavlov
(1927-1988) made badges and pins out
of metal and birch-bark using fur and
glass beads and coloured threads as
well as fur bags with application, car-
ved wooden boards, birch-bark beads
and many other articles which are very

popular in the Republic.

Of spccial interest arc articles which
are similar to traditional folk arts. Salt-
containcrs, bird-shaped vessels and sco-
ops arc remarkable for their
proportions in ornaments and colours.
In 1974 V.Pavlov began designing and
making musical instruments. After stu-
dying folk music he constructed origi-
nal pulsatile instruments. He applied
the Perm Animal Style and geometric
ornaments in the design of the musical
instruments. He participated in all-
Union and international extemational

exhibitions on folk art.

Other craftsmen working in the traditi-

ons of the Komi folk arts are Valery

An. Liyurov (1936-1992) and Semion
Overin. V.Liyurov’s favourite material
is wood and birch excrescence. The
master feels the plasticity of the artic-
les he makes and does not overload

them with ornamentation.

S.Overin works with birch-bark. He
makes birch-bark boxes, salt-contai-
ners and other things useful in every-
day life. Besides he has created
characters of the Komi and Russian
fairy-tales and legends. For more than
10 years he has ben teaching childen
the art of wood-carving and making ar-
ticles out of birch-bark in the traditi-
on of the Komi folk arts.

V.Toropov works with clay. He creates
wonderful sculptures out of it. They
are bright in colour and peculiar in
form. The artist applies and develops
the motifs of the Permian Animal
Style. He has many apprentices among
children and they make original things
in the ancient traditions and techniqu-
es. They are hand-made and are pain-
ted with ouachc and distemper over

the black surface.

Among other traditional crafts of the
Komi weaving and knitting arc beco-
ming more and more popular. Floor
elotlts out of dyed multicoloured pie-
ces of fabric arc used in the interiors

of modern apartments.

Convex pattern weaving is being deve-
loped too. Tabic cloths, curtains, to-
wels, bed-spreads, caipcts and other
articles arc woven with such technique.
Modern articles are bright in colour
and various in ornaments due to em-
broidered and convex pattern wea-
ving.

Patterned knitting is becoming popular
and very diverse. The influence of ma-
nufactured items on hand knitting is

evident and great. Alongside with tradi
tional items modern open-work and re

lief knitting is used.

At present there are a number of enter-
prises of folk arts production. Wood
carving, articles made out of birch-
bark, suede, fur and bone and patter-
ned knitting are being developed. The
experience of craftsmen is widely used
and folk arts traditions are preserved

in the articles. Many talented artists
work at the enterprises. L.Fialkova
made wooden dolls clad in suede and
fur clothes, decorative panels, bags and

rugs trimmed with geometric figures.

G.Shanya uses traditional Komi orna-
ments in stockings and gloves out of
multicoloured woolen yarn. She also
makes purses, bags, fur rugs out of re-

indeer leather and fur.

A.Zaboyev is a young artist. He achie-
ved great success in creating artistic ar-
ticles out of wood and birch-bark. His
decorative wooden plates, scoops and
cups carved in the technique of the
Permian Animal Style are genuine pie-
ces of art. In his work he uses the
Mezen motifs of painting. He also cre-
ated traditional Komi birch-bark musi-
cal instruments (chipsan flutes). They
have a rich musical sounding and beau-
tiful exterior. P.Chistalyov, a Komi
composer, estimated those instrumens

highly.

S.Sokolov’s main interest is in bone
carving. His ear-rings, bracelets and
brooches with zoomorphic and geomet-
ric motifs are made in the folk arts tra-

ditions.

Folk arts of the Komi has achieved a
new stage in its development. It is one
of the signs of the spiritual revival of
the Komi people, its rich and original
culture which is a part of the world

culture.
